Main Points

Colors have a spiritual meaning. They communicate relationship.

Colors are living and will be experienced in heaven. A rainbow surrounds God’s throne.
Red is one of the three primary colors. Adam is literally “son of the red earth”.

It speak intensity. The symbol of fiery, jealous, passionate love.

Orange is a combination of red and yellow. It conveys positive, social connections
between people.

Yellow conveys optimism, confidence, and an expectation of a happy future.
Green is a nurturing and peaceful color that conveys newness of life.

Blue conveys heaven and how God is always above us. It is the color of divinity.

¢ Indigo conveys an anointing of inner awareness, intuition, and wisdom to execute a
vision.
